
The Board of Selectmen held a budget workshop on February 25, 2013 at the Town Hall.  
Present were:  First Selectman Robert Morra; Selectmen Robert Lessard; Robert Neil and Ray 
Walker; and Administrative Officer Joyce Stille.  Chief Jim Preuss and Fire Commission Chair 
Cheryl Udin were present for discussion on the Fire Commission Budget.  Assessor Nicole 
Lintereur was present for discussion on revaluation and Assessor’s Budget. 
 
1. CALL TO ORDER

Chief Preuss reviewed activities and work of the department.  The submitted budget 
details were reviewed by the group.  Other than payroll increases, the budget is flat. 
 

 Ms. Lintereur reviewed the statistical revaluation process.  The Assessor’s Budget was 
reviewed by the group. 

 
 The group reviewed the overall budget status.  Based on the bid results for statistical 

revaluation, there will be a downward adjustment to the Professional and Technical 
Budget.  The Debt Budget was discussed.  The Selectmen agreed to use 78 Columbia 
students rather than the entire number proposed.  In the Governor’s proposed budget, 
Town Aid Road was increased by approximately $100,000.  In reviewing the Capital 
Budget, the Selectmen agreed to reduce road resurfacing by $100,000 and place an 
equal amount of debt in the Capital Reserve. 

 
 The budgets will be adopted at the next Board of Selectmen’s meeting.
