Mr. Morra called the meeting to order at 8:05 A.M.

CONSIDER AND ACT ON FY14 BUDGET

On March 15, 2013, Ms. Stille was informed by the Board of Finance Chair Bob
Munroe that the number of tuition paying freshmen Columbia students for next
year is now 14 rather than the 40 students predicted by the Board of Education as
the budgets were adopted by the Board of Selectmen on March 5, 2013. This
impacts debt service as well as overall revenues to the Town.

A motion was made by Ms. Shea, seconded by Mr. Lessard, to rescind the March
5, 2013 motion adopting the General Government Budget, Debt Budget and
Capital Budget. Motion passed with Mr. Morra, Ms. Shea, Mr. Neil and Mr.
Lessard voting in favor and Mr. Walker abstaining.

The group discussed in depth the budget and the impact of few students.

A motion was made by Ms. Shea, seconded by Mr. Neil, to approve the following
budgets:

General Government $5,181,334

Debt $ 500,500 (reflects less tuition funds and
transferring of additional debt to Capital
Reserve)

Capital Reserve $ 760,578  (reducing total expenditures and

reducing road resurfacing, NRMC roof
and BCS upgrades and deleting BCS
carpeting)

Motion unanimously passed.

ADJOURNMENT
A motion was made by Ms. Shea, seconded by Mr. Lessard, to adjourn the
meeting at 9:02 A.M. Motion unanimously passed.
