Bolton Inland Wetlands Commission
Regular Meeting October 28, 2014
Minutes

The Bolton Inland Wetlands Commission held its regular meeting on October 28, 2014 at the Bolton
Town Hall. Members in attendance were Chairman James Loersch, Ross Lally and Holly Macdonald. The
Inland Wetlands Agent Barbara Kelly was also in attendance. James Loersch called the meeting to order
at 7:03P.M.

1. Approval of Agenda
A motion was made by Ross to accept the agenda as presented, Holly seconded the motion. Motion
passed unanimously.

2. Old Business

A. APPLICATION 2014-10

31 Quarry Road- Douglas Girard-Stabilize Area, Plant Grass for Stabilization

Douglas Girard came before the Commission asking to re-grade (cut back the slope) and seed 40 feet of
backyard space. Mr. Girard wants to clean up back area and remove all fallen brush, tree stumps and
stabilize the bank. Mr. Girard wants to taper the slope every 2 feet down and he will remove anything
that’s not rooted. Mr. Girard is going to establish the new slope with topsoil and then cover with a mat
and then seed. Barbara also suggested that the work needs to be completed before it freezes because she
does not want more erosion to take place over the Spring.

A Motion was made by Ross Lally, seconded by Holly Macdonald to deem the activity a regulated
activity of non-significant impact pursuant to section 3.5 of the Inland Wetlands Regulations.

A motion was made by Ross Lally, seconded by Holly Macdonald to grant the permit finding in the
affirmative pursuant to section 5.7.A parts 1, 2, &3 of the Inland Wetlands Regulations with the following
conditions.

2014-10:

1. Work shall be done in accordance with the plan of record by Tarbell, Heintz & Assoc. Inc. dated
October 15, 2014 as amended.

2. The plan noted in #1 above shall be updated to clearly show the location of the sedimentation controls
and the limit of clearing

3. That soil erosion and sediment control measures be installed, adjusted and maintained in
accordance with the 2002 Connecticut Guidelines for Soil Erosion and Sediment Control.

B. APPLICATION 2014-11

20 Lucks Way- MTS Builders- Stream Crossing & Improvements Associated with Construction
of Single Family Residence

Andrew Bushnell came before the Commission to discuss construction on 20 Lucks Way (lot 6).
Mr. Bushnell wants to follow the existing path of the driveway and raise it up and reconstruct the
driveway by adding 4 culverts. The common part of the driveway is the only part that needs
paved. Mr. Bushnell stated that silt fencing had already been installed.

A motion was made by Holly Macdonald, seconded by Ross Lally to deem the activity a
regulated activity of non-significant impact pursuant to section 3.5 of the Inland Wetlands
Regulations.

A motion was made by Holly Macdonald, seconded by Ross Lally to grant the permit finding in
the affirmative pursuant section 5.7.A parts 1, 2, &3 of the Inland Wetlands Regulations with the
following conditions.

1. The work shall be done as depicted in Holmes & Henry Assoc. LLC drawings dated September 22,
2014 and revised on October 24, 2014.

2. That soil erosion and sediment control measures be installed, adjusted and maintained in accordance
with the 2002 Connecticut Guidelines for Soil Erosion and Sediment Control.

5. Wetlands Agent Report
Barbara stated she was designated by Vernon Inland Wetlands to work on their town’s sewer project. She
stated that Vernon was using Bolton as a model for their town.

Holly made a motion to approve the minutes as amended, seconded by Ross Lally. The motion passed
unanimously.

7. Regulation Review & Fees Discussion

Ross stated that draft 14 had no wording changes; he stated he made all sections of the Regulations start
on the right side of the page. Ross also suggested Chairman Loersch send a letter to the town attorney
asking if all of the town attorney’s comments were incorporated correctly. Ross asked Barbara to email
him a “notice of violation” form and Ross would play with the wording and sent out to the Commission
members and get their feedback.

8. Other
Chairman James Loersch asked if anyone had heard about the Commissions budget for the upcoming
year. Barbara stated she had not heard anything about the budget yet.

9. Adjournment

Holly made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Ross Lally. The motion passed unanimously and the
meeting was adjourned at 8:23 P.M.
