Minutes

The Bolton Heritage Farm Commission held its regular meeting on Monday, October 7, 2013,
2013 at the Notch Road Municipal Center. Members in attendance were Chairman Sandra
Pierog, Vice Chairman Arlene Fiano, Ann Maulucci and Beth Harney. Bolton Resident in
attendance was Bonnie Massey.

1. Call to Order
Chairman Sandra Pierog called the meeting to order at 7:03 P.M.

. Approval of minutes of September 9, 2013
A motion was made by Arlene Fiano, seconded by Ann Maulucci to approve September
9, 2013 minutes as corrected. Motion was passed unanimously.

3. Unfinished Business

a. Heritage Farm Celebration Recap

Arlene discussed what a successful weekend it had been. She stated it was a huge
success and everyone had a great time. She also stated that Sal Tarantino, Captain of
the Second Continental Dragoons had emailed her and Sandra and expressed what a
great time the Dragoons all had. Sandra stated that Sal had emailed Joyce on behalf
of the Dragoons thanking her for great treatment and being so welcomed. Sal also
stated he would like to talk to the commission in the future about using the property
and barn for other events. Arlene also mentioned that Sal would like to arrange a
meeting with himself, the commission and the Selectmen to see if he could use the
barn to keep horses in a temporary overnight basis during events.

Sandra discussed being approached at the Heritage Farm Celebration by the United
Artillery Group from Rhode Island. The group was interested in using the farm next
spring in April for an artillery school. Sandra stated they could have between 80-100
participants who would come on a Thursday night and have school on Friday and
Saturday where the public would be invited to come and watch the group fire.
Sandra said it would be run pretty much like Heritage Weekend. Ann Maulucci
asked about insurance and Sandra identified they would have their own insurance.
Sandra also discussed the Artillery group receiving funding and the commission
would just be hosting the event. Portable water and sanitation would be needed but if



the group receives funding all the expenses would be taken care of including the
water and sanitation.

Arlene asked the Commission if there was anybody they forgot to send a thank you
card to. Sandra stated the Selectmen would be sending out thank you cards. Arlene
also wanted to include the sophomore class of Bolton High School, who donated
some of their proceeds, as well as Girl Scouts and Larry Pesce.

. Farm Maintenance and Repair Projects

John is on vacation. Beth Harney stated the work party announcements are going to
be going out this week. Sandra stated a man’s hat with silver decorations around the
band was found at the farm and is at the selectman’s office. There was also a Gerber
knife found in the field at the farm. Sandra also discussed that during the Heritage
Farm weekend 4 disruptive unknown young men came to the farm about 2 a.m.
throwing rocks at the tents and were yelling.

Whip Grant Planting Schedule/Eagle Scout Projects
Beth said all the projects are finished, and the plants look very good although it
appears 2 plants did not survive. Both Scouts received their eagle awards

. Update on Heritage Farm Fund

Sandra stated that during the Heritage Farm Weekend with donations and selling
drinks, refreshments they had raised $314.00. Beth stated she would give a check to
Sandi Hastings of the Bolton Community Education Foundation. Sandi Hastings will
deposit to the Pennies for the Porch Fund this week. Ann inquired about the balance
in the Heritage Farm Fund administered by the Town finance department; Sandra
stated the balance is about $2,000 at the last report.

CT Barns Grant 2013 Status-Milk Demolition Work
Arlene Fiano inquired about receiving matching grants for demolition project. Sandra
stated yes it was approved. Sandra also discussed that the Commission is waiting for
a bill from Connecticut Trust for Historic Preservation for the prior year grant. The
new funds should be released after the bill is received.

Vibrant Communities Grant-Update on Report
Sandra stated the Vibrant Communities Grant report has still not been received by
the Board of Selectmen. Sandra went to the Board of Selectmen meeting on
Tuesday; they said they expect it shortly.

Update On Fund Raising
Sandra also mentioned she needs to get in touch with Donna Phillips because they
are running low on barn Christmas cards. Arlene asked about ordering new
Christmas mugs or should they sell the ones they already have. It was agreed to
investigate additional winter theme mugs. Ann suggested placing a small bag of
cocoa and a peppermint stick in each cup to help sell the winter mugs. Sandra said
she would check next time she is in restaurant supply store to see what they have.

Due to many request from this year’s market
we should also try selling honey this year at the farmer’s market, Ann will check into
getting the honey from Deer Crest. Bolton Resident Bonnie Massey asked if the
Commission charges each vendor to be a part of the farmers market. Sandra stated
they ask for a donation. Bonnie asked if she could set up a booth of art work and the
Commission said it would be great.

Arlene would like the commission to give some time and thought to present to the
Board of Selectmen that would help the Commission run better and easier. She
mentioned having the town funding mailing out information about upcoming events
at the farm. She would also like to have a sanitation solution that is compostable and
easy to put up without costing a lot money.
