2. DISCUSSION ON RESCUE TRUCK BID
The group reviewed the bid specifications for the new rescue truck. Bids would be due
November 21, 2011. The old rescue would be traded in. Chief Preuss discussed the
possible donation of the vehicle to Corinth, Vermont. A motion was made by Mr.
Walker, seconded by Mr. Neil, to authorize Chief Preuss and Ms. Stille to finalize plans
for the possible donation of the old rescue truck and any necessary changes to the bid
specifications for the new truck. Motion unanimously approved.

3. DISCUSSION ON NOTCH ROAD MUNICIPAL CENTER BOILER BID
The group reviewed the bid specifications but due to the need to have the system shut
down for at least a week, bidding will be postponed. A motion was made by Mr. Neil,
seconded by Mr. Walker, to approve the specifications as presented. Motion
unanimously passed.

4. DISCUSSION ON CEMETERIES
The Cemetery Association is very close to turning control of the cemeteries over to the
Town. The group reviewed the draft Cemetery Fund Ordinance and recommend
approval to the Board of Selectmen.

5. DISCUSSION ON BOLTON HERITAGE FARM BUILDINGS
A motion was made by Mr. Neil, seconded by Mr. Walker, to insure the buildings as
actual cash value not reproduction cost. Motion unanimously passed.
